	Part 3:  Active Learning Plan

	Opening (connect with student experience): 10 minutes
                Students get into trios.(might draw for random groups). Groups are instructed to go to examine the picture/graph/cartoon/document on one of the posted chart papers. Next they will post on the chart paper what they see in one column, a question they have in the other column. They will do a round robin, visiting each of the papers and responding to it. 

After the rounds have been made, students sit at the nearest table. Ask "What do all these have in common?" (all World War II) "How are they different?" (different types of format, some primary, some secondary sources, some editorial), "What would be the purpose in using all types?"
Teacher Presentation: 10 minutes

           Hand out paper "Bloom's Taxonomy." Give students a minute to scan, then begin discussion on the higher level, critical thinking skills. What is the difference between lower and higher skills? When is each necessary? Hand out paper "Essential Questions". Analyze and discuss format and purpose of essential questions.  
Task: 15 minutes
          Hand each group an envelope. Tell students that inside the envelope is an essential question. (review the components: big idea, open ended, no right answer). Groups will have 5 minutes to gather information. Hand out point of view statements to each group (pro interventionism/isolationism, etc). They will have 5 minutes to construct an argument. Sample questions: What is the best policy when the rest of the world is fighting? 

At the end of the time group will present argument to opposing side. Students will film presentations.(5 minutes)

Post essential question, then show filmed presentations. 

Present open ended question to whole group, open for discussion. Repeat with other essential question. (10 minutes)

Independent Activity: 10 minutes. Students review "Essential Questions." Students will construct their own essential questions on the topic. Share out, then have students discuss their essential question with others.. 

Closure (tie into EU/EQ):
